Phonics: aw/or/ore

e Look at the word
e Say each phoneme (look for digraphs/trigraphs and split digraphs)
¢ Blend them together to read the word

e.g. sheep would be sh ee p then say sheep.
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awful shore
saw leaf
tree yawn
shore cheat
cap loud
thorn for
claw core
spray straw
haunted snap
storm launch
