Calm but fair approach
Distraction / humour techniques
Model behaviour expected 
Label the behaviour not the child

Positive adult language at all times
Catch the ‘good’ and identify it
Planned reward systems, consistent use of these

	Share celebrities who had challenges and highlight the contributions that they made e.g. people with dyslexia  

Pre-teach key information so they feel prepared for the lesson and can be an ‘expert’ 
Carefully consider seating/buddy system, ensure those who need additional adult support have access to this particularly at the start
