Whilst you have been enjoying the lovely weather we have been busy preparing our school for the return of some of our Reception, Year 1 and Year 6 children this week. As our class sizes are now a lot smaller, all of our teachers will be in school teaching during the week. As you no doubt will be aware, as yet there are no plans for Year 2 to return to school. Therefore, you will continue your learning at home. 
Due to the fact that both Mrs Jaques and Mrs Fletcher will be in school teaching other year groups, the format of our home-schooling will change also. We will however continue to support all families whether their children are in school or learning from home. We will continue to post your weekly learning on our school website.
From Monday 1st June for your Maths and English learning we would like you to follow the BBC Bitesize Daily lessons.

You will then be able to click on the date. There is an English and Maths lesson posted daily (On 1st June it will be 10x table for Maths and Sentence Types for English). We would like you to complete these lessons on a daily basis as they are the most important. There will also be a topic lesson posted daily (1st June is history – Who was Gandhi?) Please feel free to do these if you wish. For each lesson there will be videos and activities to support the learning. Most of this learning will be consolidating things that the children have already learnt. 
We would also like you complete some work on ‘telling the time’. We have written a Padlet for you to follow. There are lots of activities for you to complete on here. This does not have to be completed in 1 week. Spread it out over 3 weeks to ensure that the children understand it. If they have a watch it would be really useful for them to wear this to continually tell the time throughout the day. This is the best way for them to learn it. They will need lots and lots of practice
